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In only 10 months, Greyhound Tavern
was taken from an architect’s concept to
a thriving business, making a derelict
building a Downtown destination.

As promised, owners Michelle & Kody
Roth and Tyler Porter have brought life
to the space with concerts, country line
dancing, family karaoke, themed dance
parties and vintage arcade games.
