
The Albany Downtown Association will 
celebrate its 43rd anniversary on June 
14. From our humble beginnings in 
1982, ADA has grown into a top-tier 
Main Street organization. 
 
Following the Main Street Four-Point 
Approach, ADA is led by four hardwork-
ing committees, Design, Economic Vital-
ity, Promotion and Outreach; a dedicat-
ed board of directors; many volunteers, 
and a small but mighty staff. 
 

Following our mission of historic preser-
vation and economic development, ADA 
applied for Oregon Main Street Revitali-
zation Grants in 2022 and 2023. Three 
grants, totaling $600,000 in building revi-
talization funding, were matched by 
more than $800,000 in private invest-
ment for a total of $1.4 million. The 2025 
grant will be announced June 10; if 
awarded, it would bring our total OMS 
Revitalization Grant funding to more 
than $1 million over the past four years. 
 

Since 2017, ADA has held Excellence in 
Downtown Albany Awards to honor the 
people and businesses that invest their 
time, money and influence into making 
our downtown a vibrant place to live, 
work and do business. 

Albany has also earned statewide 
recognition through the Oregon Main 
Street Excellence in Downtown Awards. 
Winners include Broadalbin Promenade 
(2011), AVA & ADA Partnership (2011), 
Jerry & Linda Anderson (2013), The 
Natty Dresser (2015, 2022), The Pix 
Theatre (2017), Historic Albany Carou-
sel (2017), Christina Larson (2018), Al-
bany Civic Theater (2019), Margin Cof-
fee (2019), 206-1/2 Hotel (2019), Oscar 
Hult (2020), B-Still Lofts (2020), Drive-
Up Downtown (2020), Homegrown Ore-
gon Foods (2021), Hannah Darling 
(2022), Stephanie Gutierrez (2023) and 
Sybaris Bistro (2023). 
 

ADA will host the 2025 OMS conference 
October 8-10 in Downtown Albany, 
which include an awards presentation, 
educational sessions and tours. 
 
With the help of generous sponsors, 
ADA enhances our downtown atmos-
phere with vibrant hanging baskets in 
the summer and twinkling street tree 
lights during the darker months. 
 

From monthly 1st Friday events and the 
Crazy Daze sidewalk sale to Downtown 
Trick or Treat, Downtown Unwrapped, 
Small Business Saturday, Community 

Tree Lighting and the Twice Around 
Christmas Parade, our Promotion Com-
mittee keeps busy creating experiences 
for visitors and locals alike. 
 
Our Economic Vitality Committee hosts 
Building and Business Owner Mixers 
and Downtown Connections education 
events throughout the year. 
 
ADA is funded through multiple sources: 
an Economic Improvement District sup-
ported by downtown property owners, a 
city Main Street contract funded by tran-
sient lodging tax, as well as member-
ships, fundraisers, sponsors and donors. 
 
The popular Mother’s Day Flower Signs, 
a fundraiser by our Design Committee 
supports the hanging basket program. A 
similar effort is planned later this year for 
the Community Christmas Tree. 
 

Our Outreach Committee hosts two an-
nual fundraiser events: Mixology Mad-
ness, a cocktail competition and tasting 
event in March, and Craft Brew Smack-
down, coming August 8 in partnership 
with Greater Albany Rotary Club.

Meet the Neighbors: Downtown Legacy Businesses 
Downtown Albany is what it is today 
thanks to many legacy businesses. 
The entrepreneurial spirit and dedica-
tion of these families is inspiring. This 
is the fourth in a series of articles to 
share our legacy businesses with you. 
 
Albany Farmers’ Market - 47 years 
4th & Ellsworth (City Hall Parking Lot) 
 

For 47 years, the Albany Farmers’ 
Market has been a Saturday staple in 

Downtown Albany, offering fresh, local 
food and a strong sense of community. 
Founded in 1978, it holds the distinc-
tion of being the oldest continuously 
operating farmers’ market in Oregon. 
 

The market’s early development and 
long-term success can be credited in 
large part to market director Rebecca 
Landis. A longtime champion of local 
food systems, she’s the longest serv-

ing market manager in Oregon – this is 
her 31st season!   
 

Under Rebecca’s leadership, AFM be-
came a dependable outlet for small 
farms and food producers across the 
Willamette Valley. Landis and the 10-
member Corvallis-Albany Farmers’ 
Markets board establish high standards 
for vendor quality, consistency, and 
authenticity — ensuring that everything 
sold is grown or made by the vendor 
within the region. 
 

Beyond connecting neighbors with 
fresh food, the market plays a vital role 
in supporting food access and equity. It 
accepts SNAP/EBT benefits and offers 
a Double Up Food Bucks program, 
matching SNAP dollars for fruits and 
vegetables to stretch grocery budgets 
and promote healthy eating. The mar-
ket also partners with the Oregon Farm 
Direct Nutrition Program to support 
seniors and WIC participants. 
 

Longtime site manager Yvonne Stoffer 
makes sure AFM is more than a place 
to shop — it’s a place to gather. With 
live music and kids’ activities, it brings 
energy to Downtown and provides a 
platform for education, wellness and 
community connection. AFM continues 
to foster relationships between farmers 
and families and build a stronger, more 
resilient local food system. 
 

As the market nears its 50th year, it 
continues to be a proud part of Down-
town Albany’s legacy — rooted in tradi-
tion, growing with purpose.

Founded in 1975, Davis Glass continues 
to proudly serve Albany and the sur-
rounding communities.

Russell W. Tripp 
 

This month, we honor a man whose 
contributions to Downtown Albany are 
immeasurable: Russell W. Tripp. 
 

Russ helped pave the way for Albany’s 
success, serving as mayor from 1965 to 
1970. In the early 1980s, a plan was 
needed for Downtown’s future. The de-
cision was made to create the Albany 
Downtown Association, officially estab-
lished on June 14, 1982. Russ was also 
a strong supporter of the Monteith Soci-
ety and the Albany Regional Museum. 
 

When COVID-19 threatened ADA’s fund-
ing in 2020, Russ stepped up as a top-tier 
Flower Basket Sponsor, a contribution 
that continues through his trust today. 
 

He maintained an office above Vault 244 
and was a dedicated patron of Downtown 
shops and restaurants. Known for his ex-
tensive hat collection, many of which came 
from The Natty Dresser. Russ was a famil-
iar sight on weekday mornings, enjoying 
coffee and cookies with friends at Big Town 
Hero, his red convertible parked out front. 
 

Even in passing, Russ showed his sup-
port for Downtown, requesting that dona-
tions be made to ADA in lieu of flowers. 
 

Russ, your inspiration, your smiles and 
your hats will be deeply missed.

Families are invited to the kickoff event 
at the Albany Historic Carousel & Muse-
um, 503 First Ave. W, from 11 am to 1 
pm to register, with the option for kids to 
have their “passport photo” taken. 
 
Participants may also register at the 
Albany Visitors Association, 122 Ferry 
St. SW, on weekdays throughout the 
program, which runs through Friday, 
Aug. 8. Weekly prize drawings will be 
held, and grand prize winners will be 
announced at the Carnival at the Carou-
sel on Saturday, Aug. 16.
